	PRESENT LEVELS OF PERFORMANCE AND INDIVIDUAL NEEDS

Documentation of student's current performance and academic, developmental and functional needs

	Evaluation Results (including for school-age students, performance on State and district-wide assessments)
I-Step math scores dramatically declined from Fall 2007 at 429 to Spring 2009 at 342 which is significantly below district and group norms.

I-Step english/language arts scores remained the similar from Fall 2007 at 408 to Spring 2009 at 407 which is below that of district and group norms.



	Academic Achievement, Functional Performance and Learning Characteristics

Levels of knowledge and development in subject and skill areas including activities of daily living, level of intellectual functioning, adaptive behavior, expected rate of progress in acquiring skills and information, and learning style:

Wechsler Intelligence Scale for Children- Fourth Edition (WISC-IV) scores indicate that Monica's overall cognitive ability is in the borderline range with a standard score of 78. Her processing speed skills, fine visual motor skills/short term visual memory, visual discrimination/short term visual memory skills, short-tem auditory memory/mental manipulation and categorial reasoning/attention skills are in the average range.

However, Monica's cognitive and verbal ability, working memory skills and abstract part-to-whole synthesis and visual discrimination/abstract reasoning skills are in the low average to borderline range.
Wechsler Individual Achievement Test - Second Edition: WIAT II scores in reading are in the low average range with a standard score of 84. While her reading and decoding are in the average range, she scored in the low average range in reading comprehension and pseudoword.  
WIAT II in math is significantly below average with a standard score of 69. Both math reasoning and computation fell in the borderline range.
WIAT II in reading fell in the low average range with a standard score of 89. Spelling was in the low average range while her writing sample was in the average range.
Results from the Adaptive Behavior Assessment System - Second Edition (ABAS 2) was utilized to evaluate Monica's functioning skills she needs for daily living without the assistance of others. This assessment was completed by Monica's mother and teacher with standard scores of 115 and 104.The results indicated that Monica's social, practical and community use, health and safety and self-care skills are above average. 


	Student strengths, preferences, interests: 

Monica is strong in the areas of nonverbal and visual processing/memory skills. She is able to read and her writing sample showed that she could write with good content. She is able to answer questions after reading a word, sentence or short passage and decode words. Also, her handwriting skills are age appropriate. Monica is able to read a simple graph for information, tell time to the quarter hour and could add multi-digit numbers with renaming.  

	Academic, developmental and functional needs of the student, including consideration of student needs that are of concern to the parent: 

Monica is significantly below that of her peers in math. She has difficulties subtracting multi-digit numbers with renaming, subtraction of decimals, multiplication and division of basic facts and counting coins.  She also has difficulty with sounding out words, spelling and mechanics. Monica's teacher stated that she is somewhat unorganized with her homework; either leaving it at home or forgetting it. Also, she is not an active participant in class nor does she take initiative during group work. She displays some trouble with active listening and focus. 

	Social Development

The degree (extent) and quality of the student's relationships with peers and adults; feelings about self; and social adjustment to school and community environments: 

Monica lives at home with her mother and siblings. Her family has a history of learning difficulties, emotional difficulties and abuse/domestic violence. She has witnessed domestic violence in the home. In addition, she is currently seeing a behavior counselor due to the death/murder of her grandfather. As a result of the incident, she is currently involved in court proceedings surrounding his death. 

	Student strengths: 

Monica is respectful, kind and cooperative. She has lots of friends; gets along well with siblings, peers and adults. She is mostly independent and can take care of herself at home and school without the help of others. She enjoys basketball, skating, football, running and swimming.  

	Social development needs of the student, including consideration of student needs that are of concern to the parent: 

Monica is having a hard time dealing with the unfortunate circumstances surrounding the death of her grandfather. Last year, she missed a lot of school days. Occasionally, she has problems making decisions and can become frustrated easily. 

	Physical Development

Monica has had multiple surgeries on both feet due to bunions and on her ankles due to an injury.She has difficulty walking, running, jumping, walking on uneven surfaces and balancing.

Her hearing is normal and she is able to verbally communicate her needs.

Due to multiple surgeries, Monica often complains of pain and various ailments frequently during the day.
